Audition Requirements: 
 
South Texas Youth Symphony 
The South Texas Youth Symphony is our top orchestra designed for the most advanced players, 
and consisting primarily of skilled High School musicians. 
 
Stringed Instruments: 

¥ Three-Octave Scale (Student’s choice).  The scale should be memorized and played at the 
maximum controlled tempo 

¥ Two minutes of a solo that demonstrates the student’s technical and artistic ability.  The 
solo does not need to be memorized or played with an accompanist. 

¥ Excerpt (new members only) 
¥ Sightreading 

 
Woodwind, Brass: 

¥ Scale (Student’s choice).  The scale should be memorized and played at the maximum 
controlled tempo, two or three octaves depending on the range of your instrument. 

¥ Two minutes of a solo that demonstrates the student’s technical and artistic ability.  The 
solo does not need to be memorized or played with an accompanist. 

¥ Excerpt (new members only) 
¥ Sightreading 

 
Percussion: 

¥ Two-octave scale, memorized and played at the maximum controlled tempo on a keyed 
instrument. (xylophone, marimba, or vibraphone) 

¥ Two minutes of a solo or etude on snare drum or timpani that demonstrates the student’s 
technical and artistic ability.  The solo does not need to be memorized or played with an 
accompanist.

South Texas Youth Symphonette 
The South Texas Youth Symphonette is an intermediate-advanced group that will consist 
primarily of talented middle school-age students as well as developing High School students. 
 
Stringed Instruments: 

¥ Two-octave scale, memorized and played at the maximum controlled tempo.  Prepare G 
major, D major, and Bb major. 



¥ Two minutes of a solo that demonstrates the student’s technical and artistic ability.  The 
solo does not need to be memorized or played with an accompanist. 

¥ Sightreading 
 
Woodwinds/Brass: 

¥ Two-octave scale (Student’s Choice), memorized and played at the maximum controlled 
tempo. 

¥ Two minutes of a solo that demonstrates the student’s technical and artistic ability.  The 
solo does not need to be memorized or played with an accompanist. 

¥ Sightreading 
 
Percussion: 

¥ Two-octave scale, memorized and played at the maximum controlled tempo on a keyed 
instrument. (xylophone, marimba, or vibraphone) 

¥ Two minutes of a solo or etude on snare drum or timpani that demonstrates the student’s 
technical and artistic ability.  The solo does not need to be memorized or played with an 
accompanist.
